Maths



Reading 
Children will continue to develop their fluency in reading through the phonics scheme, Read Write Inc. Pupils will rehearse and secure sounds, focussing on simple retrieval and inference skills from a book. Whilst reading both fiction and non-fiction texts, we will be discussing our thoughts and answering varied types of comprehension questions.  In addition, pupils will build on their inference skills through class texts and shared reading opportunities. 

Writing 

To start off the year, we will be reviewing our sentence writing skills. A big focus for year two this term is to begin to use coordinating conjunctions (and, but, or). We will be exploring writing different narratives, recounts and poetry.  The children will be using our history learning of the Great Fire of London and the book ‘Toby and the Great Fire of London’ to support us in making our very own diary entries.

Initially, maths learning will focus heavily on place value. 

Pupils will begin securing their fluency to twenty and learn the value of digits within numbers using different practical resources. Children will learn how to count on and back in ones and tens from any number, recognising patterns. In addition, they will represent, order and compare numbers to one hundred and learn how to estimate appropriately. 

Later in the term, pupils will explore addition and subtraction mental methods for one- and two-digit numbers. The children will also learn how to find unknown quantities of number using different visual representations. Finally, the class will move onto learning about money; making combinations and finding change as well as using different scales to measure. 

Along with general maths lessons, pupils will also have daily maths mastery sessions that will help reactivate previous learning as well as retain new learning.


A Step Back in Time

Over the course of the term, children will be learning about The Great Fire of London.  

The class will begin their journey in 1666 when ‘The Great Fire of London’ struck the capital. We will begin by considering the differences between life today and life in the 1600s. 

Pupils will then discover who and what started the deadly fire all those years ago. The children will learn why the fire spread so quickly and what changes were put in place to prevent a large-scale fire from happening again in the future. 

Later in the term, the children will be identifying the impact the fire had on London and other people’s lives. The children will look at different sources, including Samuel Peyps diary. This will support the children’s understanding of this major event.
