Children will continue to develop their fluency in reading through the phonics scheme, Read Write Inc. In addition, pupils will build on their inference skills through a range of class texts and shared reading opportunities. 





Writing 


Narrative: This will focus on using a familiar story as a model to create their own version. The book we will be focusing on upon our return is Journey by Aaron Becker.





Traditional Tales: This will focus on the re-telling of a traditional story, adding detail-using description.  





Persuasive letter: This will focus on writing a  letter using persuasive language.





Non-Chronological Report: This will focus on writing a short report on a researched topic, ensuring consistent use of the present tense.





Poetry: This will focus on developing children’s vocabulary choices for effect.

Year 2 will begin the term by exploring money. We will look at pounds and pence. The children will be comparing amounts and trying to represent money in different ways. By the end of our unit children will be encouraged to find the total, find the difference and calculate change, and combinations of all three within the same question.





Following on from money, the children will learn about multiplication and division. In this topic we will be focusing on the 2s, 5s, 10s and 3 times table. We will be learning about inverse operation and writing complementing multiplication and division number sentences through arrays.





The second half term will focus on learning about length and height. Children will learn to measure using centimetres, and metres, as well as comparing and ordering different lengths.





Finally, we will complete the spring term learning about mass, capacity and temperature. They will be learning to measure in grams and kilograms, and millilitres and litres. They will be introduced to the unit ‘degrees Celsius’ for the first time.

Amazing Places and Spaces in the UK





Over the course of the term, children will find out where the United Kingdom is located on a world map and explore the geographical features of our capital city. 





The class will begin looking at each of the four countries that make up the United Kingdom and learn the difference between physical and human features. Later on, pupils will explore castles located in London and look at the land features they have been built on. Pupils will also learn about some of the famous landmarks located in London.
